PARADE RULES, REGULATIONS, AND GUIDELINES 

1. Any individuals who operate a truck, car, tractor, or any other type of vehicle in the parade must 
possess a valid driver’s license. 

2. The Smyrna Police Department reserves the right to limit the number/type of vehicles and other 
entries in the parade. 

3. No entries will be accepted after December 8th, 2021. 
4. The Smyrna Police Department does not endorse the views, representations, and behaviors of 

parade participants. 
5. All parade participants shall conduct themselves in a responsible manner. No alcohol or drugs 

will be tolerated. 
6. No entry may feature a “live” Santa Claus. Santa will arrive on his own float at the end of the 

parade. 
7. The throwing of candy and other objects is strictly prohibited. No article such as candy, etc. shall 

be thrown in the crowd along the parade route from the vehicles in the parade. ALL giveaways 
must be handed directly to parade attendees by walkers along the route. This avoids the danger 
of children darting out in front of a moving vehicle. 

8. This is a nighttime parade in winter. Participants should dress appropriately for an extended 
time in cold weather.  

9. Floats must keep pace with the parade (approximately 5mph). Floats that cannot maintain the 
pace will be asked to withdraw.  

10. Floats must refrain from honking during the parade. 
11. All floats must feature some type of light display- the more lights, the better. 
12. Music is allowed. 
13. Parade entries and float sponsors shall be responsible for the safe construction and operation of 

their floats. 
14. The staging area for this parade is Market St. Plaza (Market St. between Mt. Vernon St. and 

Commerce St.). All entries must be in place in the staging area by 4:30pm. 

General Information 

• Parade lineup starts at 4:00pm 

• All participants must be in place by 4:30pm 

• Parade starts at 5:00pm 

• Please be sure to check in with parade officials 

• Staging area is Market St. Plaza (Market St. between Mt. Vernon St. and Commerce St.) 

Parade Route 

The parade route will begin at Market St. and  
W. Commerce St., will go 1 block east and turn  
north on Main St. The parade will continue heading  
north on Main St. and pass Smyrna Municipal Park.  
From the park, participants may disperse by turning  
right on Rd 487 to Rt. 13 or continue north on  
Duck Creek Rd.
